YouthBuild (8/2/2021 ): is a five—-month international program model for
jobseekers age 18-24 that provides essential skills training, High School

Equivalency prep, and paid hands-on training in construction and other fields.

Intervine (class starting TBA): is a ten—-week transitional employment program that
pays participants to engage in hands—on learning through green infrastructure

projects across the city while learning critical job skills.
